SHARKPRO Constraints

A If you want a task to start or finish on a certain date but
want to retain the flexibility of the schedule, you can
enter a deadline date.

Double-click on a task
on the Advanced tab, enter a date in the Deadline box.

A green arrow will appear on your Gantt chart that marks the
deadline date.

If the task doesn't finish by the deadline date, a nasty icon will
appear in the Indicators column to warn you.
